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VINE notification events top 1.2 million in 2008 

System tracks 80 percent of offenders across the nation 
 

Louisville, Ky. Ñ  Appriss Inc. Ñ  a technology provider for hundreds of local, 
state, and Federal government agencies Ñ  is managing data for more than 80 percent of 
jail and prison facilities across the United States, resulting in a steady increase in 
automated victim notifications delivered by the company. 

Unique notification events delivered by VINE� (Victim Information and 
Notification Everyday), the flagship service offered by Appriss, topped the one-million 
mark in a single year for the second time in the companyÕs history. During 2008, VINE 
delivered notifications for more than 1.2 million victim events Ñ  including 443,000 by 
phone, 679,000 by e-mail, and 82,000 by letter.  
 

VINE allows crime victims and other concerned citizens to learn the custody or 
court status of an offender, 24 hours a day, seven days a week, by telephone or online. 
They also can register to be notified if an offender is released, transferred, or escapes. 
 

VINE fielded over 4.2 million incoming calls last year from crime victims and 
other concerned citizens inquiring about offender status and received 626,000 new 
registrations. Since VINE was created in 1994, the system has delivered phone 
notifications for more than 4.1 million victim events. 

 
Appriss provides automated victim notification services to more than 2,200 

communities in 46 states and the District of Columbia, monitoring 1.9 million offenders 
in city, county, and state correctional facilities.  

Five new states Ñ  South Carolina, North Dakota, Hawaii, Wisconsin, and 
Vermont Ñ implemented statewide automated victim notification programs in 2008, 
collectively bringing 120 new counties online. 
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These increases are due mainly to the availability of Federal funding for states to 
create and enhance victim notification services. Since 2005, the U.S. Bureau of Justice 
Assistance has appropriated $34 million for the implementation of Statewide Automated 
Victim Information and Notification (SAVIN) systems across the country.
